However, as of January 1, 2016, though
our capital campaigns have ended, our building loan debt
still equals $3,720,318. You will notice the capital
campaign envelopes are no longer included in your
monthly packages. They have been replaced with an
envelope designated for donations to help pay for our
Spiritual Home. This is our new Building Fund envelope
and we ask you to please contribute using this envelope to
help us reduce our continuing building loan obligation.
